Captivating Monochrome: 
A Look Back at Maxine Wade’s May Demo

On Sunday, May 24th, Maxine Wade treated 
members and guests to a demonstration on the 
beautiful effects of monochromatic painting, 
creating two stunning pieces within the two-hour 
event.

Maxine explained that monochromatic artwork 
relies on just a single tube of paint, noting that 
the secret is to choose a dark hue. Dark value, 
such as Sepia enable the artist to access a full 
tonal range simply by managing the water-to-
pigment ratio. To illustrate this, Maxine began by 
sharing a pre-prepared Sepia tonal study (Image: 
Top right).

Throughout the demonstration, she worked from 
light to dark, utilising a variety of wet-on-wet and 
wet-on-dry watercolour techniques. Along the 
way, she discussed the vital importance of strong 

composition and creating high contrast at the painting's focal point.

In an intriguing tip, Maxine explained how certain pigments behave differently depending on 
whether the paper is flat or on an easel. For her first demonstration (Image: Bottom right), she 
used Schmincke Desert Green. Because this pigment is a mix of green and red, laying the work 
flat allowed the water to pool slightly, causing the colours to granulate and separate into 
fascinating tonal shifts.

This informative demo was enjoyed by all who attended.  For those interested in learning more 
Maxine returns to BAS on the 2 August for a workshop.  Thanks to Elly Abrat for arranging this 
demonstration and workshop, not to mention the excellent afternoon tea too!

Maxine is returning to BAS on August 2nd to host 
an exclusive monochromatic workshop.

Participants will learn how to explore and 
effectively represent a subject using a single 
colour. This method is invaluable for mastering 
the water-to-pigment ratio and discovering the 
subtle nuances it can produce. 

Attendees will explore how to depict mood, 
atmosphere, fog, and mist, or create striking 
drama with high contrast—all with "built-in" color 
harmony.

The workshop will cover essential watercolor 
techniques, including: wet-into-wet and glazing, 
drybrush textures, lifting off and other watercolour 
techniques.

Please note: Some prior watercolor experience is 
required.
