Exploring Soft Pastel with Linda Finch  
In our first Saturday session , Linda guided a group of 6 of us through the various pastel papers and “soft 
pastels” (even though they maybe hard!) and the various applications.  We got to try six different 
applications of pastel with a green pear.

In our second lesson most of us turned up with different paper and pastels after visiting our old supplies or 
with new ones.  We had a lot of fun following Linda painting a hairy terrier using the scribbling technique. 
We started with a dark pastel on our fingers to transpose the the eyes and nose position and then scribble 
the various patches of colour that we imagined in the white dogs coat.  We then refined the image working 
from dark to light and the direction of the fur.  A little bit of Schmincke white gave the final accent.

Out third lesson was a wave.  Not so easy but we learnt to blend softly over previous layers. I personally 
had never attempted paint a wave before. I loved my wave so much I had it framed!
